The Third Russian Criminal Law Congress gathered in Moscow
in May, 29-30, 2008, discussed criminal law, criminological
and criminal executional questions of contemporary criminality
counteraction. It points out: 1. Criminality is not just a real threat
to safe life of people and safe development of a society, but it
is also a serious obstacle to progressive development of Russian
Federation. 2. It is necessary to strengthen a cooperation of
a scientific people and State in order to counteract criminality.
3. National concept of criminality counteraction should be
developed taking into consideration achievements of Russian
and foreign science and practice. 4. Along with National Concept
of criminality counteraction it is necessary to develop and
apply a new edition of Criminal Code of Russian Federation. 5.
Scientific bases of criminality counteraction are founded onto the
recognition of the leading role of social precautions in the system of
criminality counteraction. Criminal law and criminal justice play
an important but not the primary role in criminality counteraction.
In criminal politics the most important are economic, political and
social measures, directed to improvement of a living standard,
development of culture, morality and feeling for law and order. 6.
It is necessary to develop and introduce Russian national program
on law education of population. 7. Subject “Criminology” should
become compulsory to bachelors and masters of jurisprudence.
8. This Resolution should be sent to the President of the Russian
Federation, State Duma and Federation Council of Federal
Gathering of Russian Federation, to Government of Russian

the strategic choice and it is conducted and is going to be done
so by USA Administration no matter which political party is in
power. It is obvious that acts of the Georgian President in South
Osetia are sanctioned in USA. Nowadays American openly
support and back up Saakashwili by mass media propaganda and
by means of under-control international organizations, which do
not mention at all or just in some minimal proportion mention
about Georgian aggression against Osetia, neither about genocide
in Osetia. They misinterpret the reality and talk about Russian
aggression against Georgia and about violation of humanitarian
law by Russian troops and Osetian volunteer corps spoken about as
guerillas. Within definite way of scenario development Americans
will give up Saakashwili as well as they did to Saddam Hussein.
From the point of view of international law South Osetia and
Abkhazia has right for self-determination, which criterions are: 1.
Moral right of people to self-determinate. 2. Validity (justice) of
existing state bounders which it part tries to leave: contemporary
Georgia considers itself to be an assign of Democratic Republic
of Georgia (1918-1921), but not Georgian SSR, and thus Georgia
indirectly admits historical injustice of joining of both Abkhazia
and South Osetia to its territory. 3. Presence of actual features
of a state: territory, power, population. 4. Duration of factual
independence of self-determined people. 5. Support of tendency
to self-determination by majority of population. 6. Observance
of human rights in the process of self-determination. 7. Peaceful
character of a self-determined people.

G.1. Bogush. Conflict in South Osetia: Questions of
International Criminal Law
An obvious fact of aggression of Georgian armed forces
contemptuously all peace agreements against Tskhinvali on the
7-8th of August, 2008, followed by mass bombardment and led to
mass destruction of civic population, most of them are citizens of
Russia, and Russian peace-makers, is being analyzed. It is obvious
that the legal evaluation should be given to the so-called “peace
compulsion operation” on the territory of Georgia. To prove the
fact of genocide there should be the presence of a group of people
guarded by Convention; acts, making an objective side; genocidal
intention (intent and a special purpose of full or partial destruction
of the whole group). In the case there is an object of aggression,
though. Those guilty in genocide do not intent to destroy the whole
group, they should regard that group as a unity, as a self-dependent
unit, which should be destroyed. In attack against Tskhinvali there
are features of the objective side of genocide — that is causation of
death or heavy physical and mental injuries at least to one person,
who is a member of demographic victim group. The author thinks
that the feature of genocide — that is selective attack according to
the ethnicity of a victim — doesn’t exist in the case as far as there
is no genocidal intention, thus it was not a genocide but an “ethnic
cleaning”. The author also thinks that in the actions of Georgian
soldiers there are features of war crimes according to Rome statute
MUC: 1) encroachment on life and personality, including murder
in any form, causation of mutilation, cruel treatment and torture;
regarding civic population — that was violation of General Article
3 HC - p. 2 (s) I Art. 8 Statute; 2) deliberate bombing of civic
population not involved into military operations — p. 2 (t) (I) Art.
8 Statute; 3) deliberate bombing of the staff, objects, materials,
groups and vehicles involved into humanitarian operations or
peace — making process concerning UNO Charter while they have
right of defense as well as civilians or civilian objects according to
international law of armed conflicts — p. 2 (t) (IIT) Art. 8 Statute; 4)
deliberate bombing of buildings meant for religious, educational,
arts, scientific purpose or charity, historic monuments, hospitals,
places of concentration of the wounded or ill in case there are not
military aims; p. 2 (€) (IV) Art. 8 Statute.

UNO in response to new criminal threats formulated a new
criminological construction of counteraction to criminality
including traditional “force” part and a preventive discourse
(factoral approach). That approach is symbolized by the contents
of purposes of UN programs in counteraction to criminality and
criminal administration of justice: 1) counteraction to criminality
within state and to transnational criminality; 2) counteraction to
criminality within national and all-world levels; 3) intensification of
regional and international cooperation in criminality counteraction
and criminal justice and counteraction to transnational criminality;
4) interstate unification and concentration of forces in criminality
counteraction; 5) more effective administration of justice regarding
human rights of all people faced criminality and those concerned
with the system of criminal justice; 6) assistance in maintenance
of the highest standards of justice, humanity and administration of
justice and professional attitude to it.

On the 125th Anniversary of
Aron Naumovitch Trainin
Aron Naumovitch Trainin is a member — correspondent of
Academy of Science of USSR, Honored Scientific worker of
RSFSR, Doctor of Law, Professor, he was awarded two medals
of Working Red Standard. He was born in July, 9, 1883, in
Vitebsk in the family of a clerk. In 1903 he entered Moscow
University with which all his life was then connected. His
graduation paper was called “Class struggle and punishment in
the history of Russian law”. In pre-revolutionary period A.N.
Trainin published “The newest tendencies of classic criminal
law school”, “Trusts, cartels and criminal law”, “Hooliganism”,
“Criminality tendencies in Moscow Region”, “‘Criminality in
capitals and cities”, “Criminality in cities and villages”, “Female
criminality”. His monograph “Insolvency and failure” edited in
1913 was approved as a candidate thesis paper by Shanyavsky
University. In 1917 he came back to Moscow State University, in
1921 he was given a title of Professor there. In 1935 he published
“Criminal intervention” which initiated studies on international
criminality; in 1937 — “Defense of the world and criminal law”.
In 1944 he published his new book “Criminal responsibility of the
Hitlerites”, which later was mentioned in International Tribunal
Regulations in Nuremberg and Tokyo. In 1956 he published
“Defense of the world and counteraction to criminality against
humanity that made a new part of Criminal Code of RF, 1996.
He worked as an International Military Tribunal Councilor at the
Nuremberg Process. He also published the first course book on
Special Part of Soviet criminal law, published in 1926; *“Economic
crimes” (three editions); “Malfeasance”; “Soviet regulations on
state crimes”; in 1929 he published a course of lections “General
part of criminal law”; “Studies on complicity” (1941): in 1946 —
*“Studies on corpus delicti”, in 1952 — “Corpus delicti according
to Soviet criminal law”; in 1957 — “General studies on corpus
delicti”. AN. Trainin is the author of more than 300 scientific
works, most of them were translated into foreign languages.

E.F. Pobegailo. Poet. Citizen. Scientist
(On the 85th Anniversary of Professor Viadimir Paviovitch
Nazshimov)
Vladimir Pavlovitch Nazshimov (1923 — 2000) was a Doctor
of Law, Professor. He was born in July, 23, 1923, in Kunevitchi
Village, Tikhvinsk District of Leningrad Region, in the family
of peasants. Being 14-year old and having graduated 7 forms
of a compulsory school, he moved to Leningrad to continue his
education and was taken to Literary Education School for pupils,
then to a special section of Pioneers Palace and in order to get to
the dormitory he started his education at medical school. At the
end of June, 1941, he went to the front to defend his motherland.
He was 18 at the first German encirclement to the west of Old
Russa. He ended his service in Czechoslovakia near Prague,
he was alive and healthy. For service in battle he was awarded
Patriotic War Medal of the 1st Class, 2 Patriotic War Medals of the
2nd Class, Red Star Medal and other. At the front he continued to
write poems, thus in 1943 he wrote “Wolf’s Howl”. After release
he started working in SRI as a medical assistant in an epidemic
liquidation group in Kirov and Velikolukskaya Region. In 1947 he
entered Leningrad Law School, which he graduated with honors
in 1949. In 1948, before graduation, he was elected to be a Judge
in People’s Court of Kingisepssky Region, where he continued
working until 1951, then he was elected a Judge in People’s
Court to Vsevolzgski District of Leningrad Region. In 1951 he
graduated Leningrad Law Institute. In 1954 he entered a post-
graduate school within Criminal Process and Criminalistics Chair
of Leningrad State University. In 1958 he defended his candidate
thesis on the topic “Legal and law procedural status of judges in
legal criminal investigation in People’s Court”. After graduating
a post-graduate school he was elected a member of Leningrad
Oblast Court. He worked there in 1957 — 1961. in 1962 he was
elected an assistant, later — an associate professor of Criminal Law,
Process and Criminalistics Chair at Rostov State University. He
worked there until 1969. V.P. Nazshimov appealed to be elected
an associate professor of Jurisprudence Chair of Economic Law
Department of Kaliningrad State University. He worked there till
the end of his life. In 1970 he published his monograph “Court as
a justice administration institution on criminal cases in USSR”.
This work was the foundation of the doctoral thesis paper, which
he defended in 1972 at Law Department at Leningrad State
University. In 1977 he published his monograph “Types, forms
and kinds of criminal process”. All in all he published more than
100 scientific works. He was a true fighter for reorganization of
Russian State. He passed away in August, 17, 2000, and was
buried at a Kenigsberg German Cemetery.

his family moved to Leningrad. In 1940 N.A. Belyaev graduated
a compulsory school. In July 1941 he went to Leningrad front and
in September 1941 he was transferred to Volkhovsky front to 286
Shooting Division, at which he served until May, 9, 1945. With
this division he sets free the territories of Russia, Ukraine, Poland,
Austria and Czechoslovakia. The victory took him in Prague, he
was a senior sergeant. For service in battle he was awarded Patriotic
War Medal of the 2nd Class, 2 medals “For Bravery”, medals
for “Service in Battle”, “Defense of Leningrad”, “Liberation of
Prague” and others. In 1947 N.A. Belyaev returns to Leningrad and
enters Leningrad Law Institute. In 1951 he was invited to enter a
post-graduate school of the Institute. In May, 1954, he defended a
candidate thesis on the topic “On crimes against social economic
system according to contemporary criminal law”. Then he started
teaching as an assistant at Criminal Law Chair at Law Institute.
In 1954 Law Institute was united with Leningrad Sytet University
and N.A. Belyaev becomes an assistant of Criminal Law Chair.
In 1961-1964 he was a deputy dean on scientific work. In 1964
after graduating his doctoral thesis he was elected Professor and a
Head of Criminal Law Chair. In 1968 — 1973 he was a pro-rector
of Leningrad State University on scientific work. He published
more than 100 scientific works, including monographs: “Subject
of Soviet correctional work law” (1960); “Aims of punishment
and means of achievement in correctional facilities” (1963);
“Criminal law politics and ways of its realization” 91986); 5
volumes of “Course on Soviet criminal Law” (1968-1981);
monograph in co-authorship “Modern criminal law: problems
of crime and punishment” (1992). The chronology of these
works is more than 45 years. Till the very beginning and up to
nowadays N.A. Belyaev has been a Chairman of Leading Council
on Juridical Sciences of Ministry of Education of RF. He guided
more than 30 candidate thesis researches and 5 doctoral thesis
researches. His personal characteristics are tenderness, sympathy,
generosity, liberality, adherence to principle and honesty. His
pedagogical efforts would be remembered by many generations
of the graduates of Leningrad State University (SPSU).

Jangir Abbasovitch Kerimov
An outstanding scientist, Doctor of Law, Professor, a member-
correspondent of Russian Scientific Academy, academician of
Academy of Science of Azerbaijan, Jangir Abbasovitch Kerimov
was born in July, 18, 1923, in Baku in the family of workers. His
father — Abbas Mamedovitch, his mother was called Kerimova
(Pakhomova) Milda Stepanovna. In 1942 he graduated Baku
Military School of Flack and was sent to Transcaucasian front.
He fought at Great Patriotic War. He was released in May, 29,
1946. he was a major of justice. He graduated All-Soviet Juridical
Institute. In 1950 at Leningrad Law Institute he defended his
candidate thesis on the topic “Sources of Soviet socialistic law”.
In 1961 at the Institute of State and Law of Academy of Science
of USSR he defended his doctoral thesis on the topic “Theoretical
problems of Soviet legislation within the period of large-scale
communism building”. In 1959 — 1969 he was the head of a
Chair, director of Complex Social Research Institution, the first
pro-rector of Leningrad State University. In 1958 — 1960 he was
a Professor of Berlin University. In 1970 — 1989 he was the head
of Theory of Law and State Building Chair at Social Sciences
Academy within Central Committee of Communist Party of
Soviet Union. Since 1989 he was a leading scientist of State and
Law Institute of Russian Scientific Academy. He guided more than
200 candidate and 50 doctoral theses.

Juridical
education in Russia originally was connected with many other
fields of knowledge and, first of all, philosophy, sociology, ethics,
psychology. Modern juridical science and juridical education pay
the least of attention to methodology of analysis of its objects,
thus dooming themselves to sterility and stagnation. That lack
should be met also by efforts of new generation of jurists.

Social Precautions to Violation of Law: Advice and
Recommendations // Responsible editor member — correspondent
of Academy of Science of USSR J.A. Kerimov. — Moscow, 1989.

Special significance is being taken on the main way of law
enforcement — social precautions of law violation, including
exposure and elimination of causes and conditions of delinquency of
all types, counteraction to immoral and other anti social acts, which
are sources to delinquency. In Methodological recommendations
the author describes the organization, development and issue
of plans in regions, branches of national economy and work
collectives regarding its own specific features. Social precautions
to delinquency represents a system of definite social measures
(economic, managerial, organizational, educational, cultural, etc.)
Complex planning of social precautions to delinquency aims to:
1) minimization and at last total elimination of delinquency of
citizens and officials; 2) limitation and further elimination of anti
social conduct leading to delinquency; 3) overcoming of negative
sides of social development, causing delinquency; 4) elimination
of disadvantages and checking in activity of managerial organs,
social institutions, cultural, educational and medical institutions,
which cause delinquency; 5) counteraction to drunkenness,
alcoholism, gradual elimination of conservative traditions,
negative forms of conduct in a family, at work, in society, leading
to delinquency; 6) development and perfection of positive social
processes, counteracting to anti social conduct of citizens,
formation and observance of state and working discipline, moral
norms; 7) promotion of level of consciousness and orderliness of
citizens, formation of respect for law regulations, active attitude
to counteraction to delinquency and other anti social forms of
conduct; 8) ecological education. Objects of social precaution
influence can be relatively divided into four main groups as
negative sides: 1) material and social cultural base, level of well-
being, living conditions, working conditions; 2) organizational
managerial activity of state and social institutions of local
governing; 3) interpersonal relations and conduct of people;
4) feeling for law and order and social law thinking. General
measures are that which are not meant only to precautions of
delinquency, but those also cooperating to its prevention and
elimination. Special measures are meant only to precaution some
definite form of delinquency and are to put an impact on definite
factors, influencing elimination of delinquency. The following
basic principles should be taken into consideration when making
a long-term and complex planning on delinquency counteraction:
1) directiveness; 2) systematical approach; 3) concreteness;
4) reality; 5) legality. Definite recommendations were given to
administration of MIA RF, but they lead to no practical measures.
It’s strange, though we have already got accustomed to the way
bureaucracy acts.

Yuri Miranovitch Antonyan, Doctor of Law, Professor,
Honored scientific worker of RSFSR, Honored worker of MIA,
was born in June, 29, 1933, in Tbilisi.

In 1962-1965 he was a scientific worker
of Supreme Scientific Research Institute of MIA RF, then till 1968
he was a chief inspector on special mission of MIA RF. In 1968
— 1981 he worked as an assistant, then an associate professor, in
1978 he became a professor of Academy of MIA RF. In 1970
Yuri Miranovitch Antonyan defended his candidate thesis on the
topic “Counteraction to vagrancy by law enforcement organs”,
and in 1976 he defended his doctoral thesis on the topic “Social
environment and formation of a personality of a criminal”. Since
1981 he was a deputy chief and a senior scientific worker of SSRI

a leading scientific worker of State Scientific Centre of Social and
Forensic Psychiatry.

Y M. Antonyan. Foreword to the Candidate Thesis Abstract

My candidate thesis on tramps and vagrancy was written at
the beginning of my research — at the end of 1960s. It naturally
reflected my own disadvantages as of a scientist and the situation
in criminology. In 80-09s I came back to the problem of vagrancy
again together with Y.G. Samovitch. We studies in several
correctional facilities a group of convicts for vagrancy. The
conclusion differed seriously from those made in my candidate
thesis. I think it needs to be fulfilled. Among other factors of early
family situation of persistent tramps is incomplete family with
only one parent, mostly mother. Lack of father deprive a child
of male identification. It has one regularity — the longer one lives
in one place, the more often s/he comes to see his parents. Some
categories of tramps have specific psychological features: 1) no
admit of they social identification; 2) no need in social personal
identification; 3) early situation of interfamily misidentification as
etiological basis of the previous features; 4) intention to overcome
his social group belonging and avoidance of social identification as
aleading unconscious motive ofa persistent vagrancy; 5) conscious
of almost conscious feeling of total ungovernability of behavior;
6) lack of ability for planning and forecasting of the behavior;
7) emotional situational determination of the behavior. The prior
cause of maladaptive behavior of persistent tramps is estrangement
from the family in an early childhood. First, estrangement is a
result of negative social conditions, which could be overcome
as a result of special educational and organizational measures.
Second, influence of negative early interfamily conditions can be
overcome by special education at school and working facilities,
informal small groups, social environmental influence. Third,
existence of a special psychological structure of personality of a
studied group point out the necessity of development of a special
psychological methodology of its correction.

to Vagrancy (Criminological and Criminal Law Research) .
Abstract to the Candidate of Law Thesis. — Moscow, High School
of MIA USSR, 1970

In the first chapter the vagrancy is regarded as a social
phenomenon, the characteristics of it is presented as well as
factors, which cause vagrancy. A special paragraph is devoted to
analysis of causes of vagrancy in an exploiter society, including
pre-revolutionary Russia. Questioning of 750 citizens, convicted
of vagrancy — 60% of them claimed, that the main reason why
they tramp was because they didn’t want to work, but it may
be caused by an intention to avoid some type of work, to avoid
responsibility for committed crimes, to avoid army service,
unwillingness to pay alimony. Mostly young people start to tramp
because of some wrong, false feeling for romance, intention to
travel around the world, to see new places and meet new people.
But willing to travel do not always agree with financial abilities
and often do not suppose any work. In the second chapter the
notion of vagrancy as a criminal act is being analyzed and is
delimited from close phenomena: direct object — social relations,
which are build as regards to Soviet citizens’ obligation to work;
objective side — persistent vagrancy is a homeless way of life,
connected with intention to avoid socially useful work within
a long period of time, as the author proposes, at least 4 month;
the author recommends that only those of full legal age, capable
of working could be convicted of vagrancy. Subjective side —

the expense of society. Vagrancy should be regarded as a deliberate
crime, representing a systematic homeless way of life by people
of full legal age and capable of working, intending to avoid
socially useful working. In the third chapter the author presents
measures against vagrancy, which should be regarded as a part of
state activities on delinquency precautions and activities intended
to prevent vagrancy by law enforcement organs and other state
and social institutions. The fourth chapter is devoted to special
features of investigation of cases on persistent vagrancy.

Y. M. Antonyan. Foreword to the Doctoral Thesis

I led the research of social environment influence
onto criminal personality formation through all my further
criminological studies. They were intended to find out, first, what
definite outer factors influence that type of personality, second,
what psychological changes they cause. The second part always
seemed the most difficult for me. It is proved, that formation of
a personality of a child is defined by a correlation of the place he
takes in the system of personal relations available for him and
those psychological special features formed by means of previous
experience he had. It is possible to talk about negative formation
if at some sensitive periods a child undergone some negative
social psychological formations. Being more stable and strong,
they deform a personality, prevent from formation of some sides
of personality, they provoke the development of others.

having education of 5-6 form; 4) first convicted at the age under 18;
5) convicted for theft, robbery. Chapter III “Criminological aspect
of changes in social environment connected with urbanization and
migration”. Special scientific field is being substantiated — urban
criminology: state, tendencies, structure and causes of criminality
in different cities, and ways of precautions. In cities with million
population 21% of the questioned convicts had relations with
previously convicted, in 100 thousand population cities — only
17%, in villages — 16%, in the countryside — 11%.

Part II “Interrelation of a personality and a definite life
situation in etiology of an individual criminal behavior”. Chapter
I “Definite life situation and its criminological meaning”.
System of circumstances in life of a definite person before crime
commitment, which supported by antisocial attitude, intentions
and habits, provoke criminal acts. Its constitutes are: 1) acting
subject (or a group); 2) object of criminal intention; 3) place of
crime: 4) time of a day or night; 5) season; 6) climatic conditions.
Chapter II “Personality of a criminal and a definite life situation”.
Antisocial attitude is a readiness of a subject to act against society
not only when the situation is favorable, but they create favorable
conditions themselves. Asthenic feeling prevent from crime
committing, but sthenic ones provoke it. Instead of Conclusion:
“General conclusions and recommendations (precautions to
negative influence on personality)” — the author presents his
concept of criminality precautions, including a special field of
science — criminological ecological theory.

Y.M. Antonyan. Lection on the Topic “A Criminal Person
and a Personality of a Criminal "
Question 1 “Origin of a criminal person. Lombroso and
Ferri”. The author concludes, that V.A. Bonger wrote that, first,
Lombroso has an unlimited determinate point of view and that is
why he is one of the founders of that scientific school. Second,
he was the first who studied a criminal person. Indirectly he
contributed a lot to the development of criminal sociology. He
proved that some group of criminals, though few it is, the source
of criminal intentions is hidden in their pathological ill nature.
Y.M. Antonyan thinks, that Lombroso’s scientific achievements
are great, because he was the first to turn criminology’s face to
a criminal personality. Question 2 “Further lot of Lombroso’s
beliefs”. The point of view of A.A. Hertsenson is analyzed and
the conclusion is made. that “psychological abnormalities cause
criminal conduct”. I.S. Noy says, that there are no social causes of
criminality, they are in the personality of a criminal. V.B. Avdeev
says, that political crimes are caused by an idea, originated by an
abnormal nervous system of a criminal. Question 3 “Personality
of a criminal and its general features”. The author concludes: 1) a
criminal person is a man persistently commits crimes: professional
criminals, bloody despots, serial murders; 2) features of a
criminal personality: not fully acquire requirements of law and
moral norms, adapt in anti social or criminal groups; high level
of impulsiveness, aggressiveness, sensitivity and vulnerability,
rigidity, paranoicality, antisocial attitude and intentions. The
structure is being presented.

V.N. Fadeev, S.A. Mezentsev. Methodological Remarks of
Criminality Counteraction Strategies
Authors’ position: There is no long-term prognosis on
criminality development and recommendation of its elimination.
This article is the first one the three planned. Causes and conditions
for criminality growth. Every cell and all the cells together in an
organism work as a system, and the organism as a unity creates
such an ability to all the cells and each one in particular. The
existing in Russia system of typical life support of “cells” of a
social organism is unnatural. We never planned to create such a
system of life support of a local population, which aims to satisfy
its natural right to normal life on their native territory, and that’s
why such a plan passes ahead of its fight for that right, including
business undertaking and different forms of criminality. What is
evil. Parasitism. Criminality is a social, and illnesses are human
organism. Definition of the notion of “social parasitism”. Surplus
profit of the expoiting in the field of finance, and surplus losses of
life time of the exploited. “Mother” of all biological parasites is
mycosis, “mother™ of all forms of social parasitism is a private
bank system. What is the origin of corruption and where does
it take Russia to. This country is a model object for strategic
evaluation and studies of developing corruptional criminality
from the point of view of its liquidation. Drugs trade and a
civilized “smuggling”. Alcoholism is not a result of excessive
use of alcohol, not the presence of biologically active additions,
preservatives and dye in alcohol, which create taste and sense.

L.M. Kolodkin. Death in Obscure Circumstances. Was
Katherine II Guilty in her Husband's Death?
The author proposed, that: 1) strictly immanent, historically
limited event could be treated from different points of view — “what
it was like in reality” regarding all inner and outer influences on the
behavior of the participants; 2) the event should not be evaluated
from the point of view of opponents or supporters only; 3) the true
information on the event could not be gained without regard to the
psychology of the participants, their motivation, intentions and
values. He concludes: 1) though it is a widespread opinion that
Katherine is guilty in Peter III death, it is not true, because she
understood that it is wrong to darken the beginning of her reign by
a murder, though she was not blood-thirsty by herself; 2) there are
fact which prove Nikita Ivanovitch Panin to be the murderer of the
Emperor.

V.A. Nomokonov. Theory of Causality in Criminology Needs

The existing politics of criminality counteraction doesn’t
take into account neither dynamics, nor structure, nor any
specific features of the last.

of its structure. But the matter is not only in lobbyist politics of
legislators or corruption of law enforcement organs, the matter
is that the criminological theory of causality needs a different
approach. On the basis of analysis of some concepts of causality
in Russia, the author proposes, that it should be based not only
on the contradiction, but on the fundamental idea of deformation
of social relations as a prior source of anti social and delinquent
behavior. The leader of USSR M.S. Gorbachev used to talk about
serious deformations of social life of a Soviet society, and later
that idea became the foundation of the research of Academician
V.N. Kudryavtsev. The causes of criminality is the result of not
only the so-called social subsystems, but an all-social factor,
involving declining society, which is an index of misbalance,
conflicting interests of members of the society, social groups and
a state. The causal complex of an individual criminal behavior
could be presented suchlike — as a complex of deformation of
micro environment and a personality, which shows individual
estrangement, conflict of individual interests and those of a state.

V.B. Malinin. Problems of Causal Connections in Works by
V.N. Kudryavtsev

The candidate thesis by V.N. Kudryavtsev is called “General
questions of causal relationship in Soviet criminal law”. In his
early works he stuck to the theory of a necessary condition and all
the corpus delicti, in which the law requires injury as a necessary
element, are divided into three groups: 1) corpus delicti, including
a definite act or a definite consequence; 2) corpus delicti,
including definite consequences, but not the provoking actions
(for example, murder); 3) corpus delicti, including definite acts,
the consequences of which are fixed in some general indefinite
way. In 1960 a monograph “Objective side of a crime” by V.N.
Kudryavtsev was published. The author says, that a causality as
an element of a corpus delicti should possess some additional
juridical features, including that an action, causing a criminal
consequence, should be objectively dangerous at the moment of
committing. It includes three factors: 1) character of a causing
action; 2) character of consequence; 3) extension of causality
between actions and consequences.

The author finds a contradiction in the points of view of
the academician. In a monograph “Causality ion criminology”,
published in 1968, V.N. Kudryavtsev aid his attention to the
question of causality in inactivity and pointed out 4 types of
causality: 1) active behavior — active result (A — A); 2) active
behavior — passive result (A — P); 3) passive behavior — active
result (P — A); 4) passive behavior — passive result (P — P). in
this work V.N. Kudryavtsev presents a theory of “informational
causality”.

G.I Tchetchel, S.A. Ivanov. Contemporary View of Principle

of Justice in Criminal Law of Russia

The following wording of the principle of justice is proposed:

1. Criminal law should be just, i.e. socially conditioned,

scientifically and criminologically founded. 2. Justice of criminal

law is based on principle of legitimacy, equality of citizens in law,

guiltiness, personal responcibility, humanism, correspondence of
punishment to the gravity of the crime committed.

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P.N. Pantchenko. Criminal Safety of Business as a College
Subject (A Sketch of the Project)
The most corresponding to the needs of Russia of 1990s
was a hybrid of Swiss and Chinese model, ideally combining
advantages of both capitalism and socialism. That variant is also
good today, it’s basic feature is security of business undertaking
from encroachments. But within the circumstances, business
should take care of its safety itself. To put business under control,
it is divided into loyal, “bog” and protesting. Entrepreneurs
represent a very small part of the society, though they serve to
take Russia to the other bank of the river — to advance-guard of
the world civilization. It is necessary to mention that this country
makes its third attempt to transform its economy into the market
one. The first two were not successful because of not sufficient
care of the state about business and entrepreneurs. First of all,
it is necessary to cut state power off business and vice versa,
and then to heighten the level of education of staff involved into
business. The bases of criminal safety of business should be
paid much attention. The object of criminal safety of business is
business undertaking, property and businessmen. Criminal safety
of business is its protectability from criminality by means of
physical, managerial and law security.

U.E. Pudovotchkin. Abuse of Freedom of Speech as a
Means of State Safety Violation Measure: Criminological
Aspects
The research of informational anti state crimes is on the
boundary of such criminological schools as criminology of
mass media (mass communication), political criminology,
ethnic criminology, criminology of religion. The part of crimes,
described in Art. 275, 280, 282, 283 CC RF in the structure of anti
state criminality is rather high and makes somewhere 82% during
last 10 years. Informational anti state crimes: 1) prevent from
development positive social phenomena and processes, including
a civilized dialogue; 2) stimulate the activity of existing negative
phenomena and processes, provoke new ones and cause the growth
of social conflicts; 3) cause negative phenomena and processes,
including social phobias. 150 people questioned claimed, that the
crimes analyzed should be given 5-8 marks within 100 possible.
The main accent in counteraction to that type of crimes should be
made on perfection of ideological relations.

A.Y. Vilks. On Some Tendencies of Human Organs and Tissue
Trade
The market of viscera trade is organized so well that to sell
one viscus it is necessary to traverse the bounder of 3 or more
states or continents, if, especially, the customer is in Los-Angeles
and the donor is in China or Japan. A middleman takes the
both to such a country, where such operations are legitimate or
somewhere, where these actions are formally or poorly regulated.
In states with high growth level of criminality — for example,
Turkey or Iraq - viscera trade is not forbidden. In such states
a kidney changes the owner easily and both participants will be
taken home. The system is very simple and usually satisfy both
sides — the ill is saved, the donor gets livelihood for some time.
The middleman gets in average 100 thousand dollar. Such a large
sum depends on the citizenship of the donor and can make from
3-25 thousand dollar up to 125 thousand dollar for rich clients.
Somewhere 20 thousand dollar makes the traveling expenses and
medical care. Why that market will always exist? The answer is
money. The author presents characteristics of people involved in
the human viscera trade.

Topicality: First, conflicts and denunciations in power violation

Z.S. Zaripov, K. M. Mirzaschanov. Some Aspects of
Counteraction to Home Assault in Russia and Uzbekistan and its
Legal Ensuring
Home assault is a crime, hurting first of all children and
women in 40-60% of families. Every year in Russia somewhere 2
ml of children are beated by parents, for 10% of them — to death.
Most of underage criminals were brought up in such families or
in families with one parent only, or had previously convicted
relatives or families with abuse of alcohol, scandals, fights,
sexual dissipation, bad financial position, bad living conditions,
brutality, violence. In Uzbekistan 49% of the questioned claimed,
that violence does not represent a brutal violation of human rights,
because woman should be afraid of violence on the side of her
husband otherwise there would be no family; 46% claimed, that
if a husband doesn’t beat his wife, she will be unfaithful, and
the girl will choose the wrong way; 4,2% claimed, that a wife
is a property of her husband and he could do whatever he likes.
60% of the questioned who does not treat violent ion the family
as a violation of human rights are women. The author proposes
to base on the law of Ukraine “On precautions of violence in
the family” in Russia and Uzbekistan, where violence is defined
as any deliberate actions of physical, sexual, psychological or
economical character from the side of one member of the family
towards the other, if these actions violate constitutional rights and
freedoms of a member of a family as a human and a citizen and
hurt them morally, physically or psychologically.

S.V. Polubinskaya. Evaluation of Risk of Dangerous Conduct
of a Mentally Disordered Person in Foreign Legislation and
Empirical Research
In England psychiatry conclusions are used in court decision
making towards those committed crimes being psychologically
challenged and in connection with necessity of compulsory
treatment according to Law on mental health of 1983 and
discharge. In USA evaluation of risk of a dangerous conduct is
necessary in the case of compulsory hospitalization of people
with violent psychological disorder (“in civil way”), compulsory
treatment of people, committed socially dangerous acts, described
in criminal law (“in criminal way”), hospitalization to mental
hospital of those committed violent crimes of sexual character.
Then the author presents empirical results of the research of level
of risk of violence on the side of mentally challenged people.

rights important to Russian practice of sentencing and execution
of life imprisonment include: right to life, freedom and personal
inviolability; inadmissibility of discrimination; prohibition of
torture and other brutal, inhuman or humiliating treatment; right
to just court examination, right to effective measures of legal
defense; reparation of damages, caused by crime; registration of
convicts to prevent illegal imprisonment; right to work; right to
social maintenance, freedom of thought, religion. Standards of
international law in human rights sphere of a special character are
requirements to convicts maintenance and to the staff of a prison.
The most important of them when executing life imprisonment
are safety of the staff and of convicts, classification and individual
registration of convicts, correspondence of convict maintenance
to living standards in society; correction of convicts, norms of
behavior of the staff. These standards are presented in detail.

E.A. Antonyan. Personality of a Repeater

According to the level of criminal activity the following
types of repeaters could be pointed out: 1) frequently previously
convicted of a steady criminogenic type — usually early beginning
of criminal life, being mostly underage, violation of moral norms,
antisocial behavior, active and aggressive resistance to the
norms of imprisonment; 2) frequently previously convicted of a
situational type commit crimes, dependent on a definite situation;
3) frequently previously convicted of asocial type — moral
degradation; 4) frequently previously convicted of professional
type — criminal specialization.

V.N. Orlov. On the Subject of Criminal Service of Sentence

The subject of criminal service of sentence is a person of a

legally defined age, convicted according to the court sentence to

imprisonment, possessing legally regulated rights, obligations

and legal interests and having no legal foundation to release from
imprisonment.

L.V. Tess. What Could be Offered in Prison?

The author proposes: 1) the most heavy side of punishment
is isolation from society, though conditions in the prison are very
much the same — communication, maintenance should differ
very much from that of the free; 2) it is possible to think over a
creation of share or closed join-stock companies, in which 51%
of shares would belong to the state and the head of institution
will be the representative; managerial and civilian staff could
share 39%, and 10% will belong to the convicts. 49% shared
could be divided according to the decision of the founders; that
will give the possibility to involve all the convicts to manage the
production; 3) it is necessary to divide the convicts according to
the following factors — normal, mentally challenged, drug addicts
and alcoholics; 4) the main purpose should be creation of such an
institution, where it would be possible to maintain man, women
and the underage; it is necessary to eliminate all the negative
consequences contemporary prisons provoke; 5) the released
should stay for some time in a settlement get psychological
adaptation.

Competence of special groups of ecological medicine
should involve: social order maintenance within environmental
protection, prevention and precautions of ecological crimes; co-
operation with prosecution in investigation of crimes of that type;
bringing the guilty to administrative responsibility; ecological
precautions, including individual precautions and ecological
education.

E.D. Bulavin. Problems of Defining of an Object of Torture
Torture, along with social relations, maintaining people’s
health, always violates social relations defending honor and
dignity of a personality, should be regarded as a direct object of
torture. It should be noted, that the both objects mentioned are
deeply interrelated, but the majority belongs to social relations,
maintaining human health.

N.U. Isaev. Special Features of Qualﬁcmion of Road Laws
Violation, Responcibility to which is Subscribed by Art. 264 of
Criminal Code of RF
There are always difficulties in qualifying road laws violations.
First, it is necessary to differentiate between road law violation
and administrative crimes. Second, they should be differentiated
within the category (Art. 263, 264, 268 CC RF). Third, there
are some facts dividing road laws violation from crimes against
personality. Disputable questions arise about: ranking different
mechanisms as vehicles, characteristics of a subject of crime,
level of harm to the health of a person, the end of a crime and
circumstances of a crime.

of the underage convict and that of full legal age, which is less
in amount; ability to be released grant of parole and change of
sentence to less strict one.

M.A. Kotchubey. Review to the Book by L.V. Kondratuk and
V.S. Ovtchinsky *Criminological Dimension”

Have the authors proposed some revolutionary model of
criminological studies and informational model of criminality?
Suppose, no. but it is obviously alternative. It is necessary to agree
with the author that “the success of some sciences depends on the
choice of methodology”. According to the law of development
of nonlinear systems (for example, criminality), relevance of
knowledge as a result of application of some methodology could
be evaluated only when applying “the smaller” system in the
scales of the large one. Atomization creates society without social,
national, confessional immunity, it is the society of biological
economical unities. Is it far to the newest matrix of criminality?
Introduction of a spiritual element (“third dimension”, as some
authors say), “create an independent, moral sense to biological
and social in a person”, thus, as 1 think, putting the system of
“social biological™ to that of 3-d dimension. Force, constituting a
personality, is connected not with prohibition, but with a sacred
source of human spiritual origin. The work presents an interesting
mathematical grounds for the fact that the motive of profit is more
preferable to the psycho spiritual sphere of'a man than the motive
of safety. Human disorientation towards ethics created source for
criminality. I suppose, that the work represents the alternative to
existing traditional criminological theories.

S.F. Milukov, A.V. Nikulenko. The Newest Approach to

In April, 22, 2008, a famous Estonian criminologist, Doctor

of Law, Professor Eduard Eduardovitch Raska passed away, aged
64. The largest part of his professional life was connected with
Law Department of world-famous Tartu University. There he got
a fundamental education and worked for many years. There he
defended his candidate thesis on the topic “On some changes in
personality structure of the youth, committed a crime”. He defended
his doctoral thesis on the topic “Counteraction to criminality and
social management” in Moscow in State and Law Institute of AS
USSR in 1988. he was an author of more than 120 scientific works,
including: “Counteraction to criminality and social management.
Theoretical and methodical aspects”, “Social program: theoretical
and practical questions of criminality precautions”, “Criminology.
Introduction to the subject”, “Apologia of law. Introduction
to sociology of regulation”. It was he, who contributed a lot to
preservanse and development of criminology as an independent
science in Estonia in a post-Soviet period. In 2003 for his work
in science and creation of a juridical institution he was awarded

* White Star Medal of the 5th Class.

Eduard Eduardovitch Raska was a very delicate, wise and
experienced man. He was intelligent and good-humored, tolerant
to his colleagues. He was a teacher to every one who wanted that.

It says about unforgettable meetings with Raska Eduard,
first of which took place in 1986 in Ashkhabad.

Later all my visits there were connected
with Raska Eduard. There he promised to publish my article,
which was not accepted in Moscow 42 “Questions of criminality
counteraction” as anti-Lenin, connected with philosophical
questions and on the basis of which leveled classification of causes
and conditions of crimes was presented. He published the article
next year in Tartu in 1988. next time we met at the First Meeting
of Jurists of USSR, which was the last time I saw him, and he
gave me his doctoral monograph. It is difficult for the country to
loose a great scientist, it is more difficult when a Friend passes
away, with whom I was divided by bounders and international
conflicts for a long time.

6) the work should contain the results of the criminological
research held by the author, i.e. general results of activity of judges of
the peace, federal, arbitrary judges, Constitutional Court of RF, or the
results of any court, or the results of any juridical, law activity.

If the
article is accepted, it is necessary to notify the number of his passport,
date of birth, registration address, ITN to get a fce.
