Foreword to the Edition of the Editor-n-Chief
On the history of the rubric of the bulletin “Bib-
liophile’s Boon”. In the 5% issue of the bulletin (Ne
1, 2006) it was founded on the initiative of Associ-
ate Editor-in-Chief, Doctor of Law, honoured sci-
entific worker of RF, Academician of RSAE E.Ph.
Pobegailo and included his foreword and the publi-
cation of a book “Counteraction to Antisocial Con-
duct of Women Leading Immoral Mode of Live”
by K.K. Goryainov, A.A. Korovin, E.PH. Pobegai-
lo (Moscow, All-Soviet SRI MIA USSR, 1976), de-
voted to prostitution in USSR. In the 7% and 8" issues
of the bulletin (Ne 3 &4, 2006) there was published a
book “Doctrine on Criminality Factors” (consists of
9 Chapters) by H.M. Charykov (Moscow, 1910), in-
cluding a foreword on the initiative of E.Ph. Pobegai-
lo. The ending of a little known article “Phenome-
non of Early Depravity and Criminality within Chil-
dren and Juveniles, Their Immediate Causes and So-
cial Notion” by a great Russian criminologist Dmitry
Andreevitch Drill on his 160" anniversary.

E.Ph. Pobegailo., A.O. Maguza. In Memory of
Dmitry Andreevitch Drill (1846-1910)

He was born on the 14" of May, 1846 in an old
noble family, originated in Malorossia. Graduat-
ed college, he entered Law Department of Moscow
University. In 1875 D.A. Drill was reserved within
Moscow University for “further scientific develop-
ment” and he went abroad on mission. His first inde-
pendent scientific work for master degree was called
“Juvenile Delinquents”. It was devoted to criminali-
ty factors, a personality of criminal was studied from
the point of view of criminal anthropology includ-
ing personality’s full individual features. His work
was not accepted by Law Department of Moscow
University because his point of view differed from
that of the criminal law doctrine of that time. Only
in 1907 he was invited to speak on Criminal Law to
Pobesinski’s Courses, later to Polytechnic Universi-
ty and to Psychoneurological Institution, where he
became the first electoral dean of the just-founded
Law Department. According to Drill, the origin of
criminality are always two main factors — they are
personal and social. The most outstanding works of
D.A. Drill are: “New Tendencies” (1880); “Criminal
Human” (1882); “Juvenile Delinquents” (I book in
1884, II book in 1888); “Psycho Physiological Types

tors as well. He said: “Bad inheritance doesn’t de-
pend only on cases of mental derangement in a fam-
ily, it is influenced by many other factors impercep-
tible and often unnoticeable by a stranger. An attenu-
ated organism of a parent or of the both, intensive ir-
ritability of some of their senses, their age and espe-
cially contemporary states in the moment of concep-
tion influence the strand of a child and are very diffi-
cult to determine”. And more, “poverty, more or less
degree of need of lots of people as a result of dou-
ble standards is the main and one of the darkest sides
of the historically conditioned contemporary society
that provokes the most negative consequences of so-
cial life. There are many researches of fluctuation of
criminality level according to seasons, sex, age, etc.
but the greatest work would be, I suppose, that one
studying the fluctuation in morality spoilage, in alco-
holism development because of the double standards,
for those whose life and even next day are not pro-
vided and who are ready to get it at any price. They
have no hope, they have no future. They suffer phys-
ically and morally as well because of the degrading
life in poverty. They will die just as they lived within
intellectual and moral darkness”. It is supposed that
the both approaches are quite up to day and they may
have further development.

“Juvenile Criminality Phenomenon”
Question 1. Juvenile Delinquency as an Object
of Criminological Research. Juvenile delinquency
is regarded as an object of criminal research, the
notion “juvenile” is referred to those aged 18-29.
Those younger than 18 are regarded as underage and
belong to a specific group. the upper group, i.e. aged
29, is used in statistics on demographics and criminal
law or juridical data. More than 35 million in Russia
belong to that group. Thus, the juvenile are regarded
as children from one point and as grown ups from the
other, juvenile delinquency contains much criminal
potential, possessing characteristics of intensiveness
and maturity. Question 2. Statistic Parameters of
Juvenile Delinquency. Within last 20 years there was
2 times increase for all the groups and that of 2,5 for
the juvenile. The mass of juvenile delinquents was 4
times more numerous that the others. In the middle
of it made a critical mass and the group aged 18-24
became involved in criminality provoked by negative
social and economic factors of social life. Question
3. Special Features of Juvenile Delinquent Conduct
Mechanism. The casual complex of that includes
three groups of criminal problems: 1) inherited of
the underage; 2) these of the juvenile, characteristic
of that very age and appearing without any link to
social conditions; 3) appearing as a result of negative
social conditions, connected with the development of
the society. Legal status of a grown up usually arises
before this physical mature state, but this period
has not enough support or there are some negative
and criminological factor. In “market” conditions a
juvenile has to find his place in society, though he has
much choice, not everybody id capable of doing it.

The work contains some other interesting
ideas and suggestions.

V. A. Bachinin. Dostoevsky as an Introduction to
Russian Criminological Discourse

What keeps people from crime committing? What
internal and external, material or transcendent limits
don’t allow them to do it? This discussion is impor-
tant for criminological discourse, because they in-
clude some prospecting tendencies, open some ad-
ditional problems and new researching strategies. In
these cases criminological mind has an ability to go
beyond the limits and bounders, going the spheres of
sociology, psychology, ethics, philosophy, theology,
etc. Dostoevsky’s texts, regarding their philosophical
criminal character, are in need of theological analy-
sis. Being first absolutely indifferent to religion and
theology, he then because of some circumstances, felt
a strong interest to it. Three important factors played
a crucial role in Dostoevsky feeling a strong necessi-
ty in theology. First, he suffered hard trial before he
diverged from his liberal secular views, which dom-
inated in his works. Second, the transitional iipoque
of reformatory Russia, its slow transition from tradi-
tional society to an industrial one challenged a human
spirit. Dostoevsky created his own version of crimi-
nological theology. Third, official orthodox Russian
church developed by activating some adjacent cultur-
al forms. One of them was literature. In XX century,
the literature fantasies of the writer became true. And
Dostoevsky’s fate proved to be a model according
to which lived lots of his compatriots. So, after Dos-
toevsky had suffered deportation, he was no more in-
terested in lives of poor, humiliated officials. He was
wholly interested in criminality. Only in his last nov-
el “Brothers Karamazovy” there were no romanti-
cism round the personality of a criminal. His attitude
towards a criminal was of a pure strict ethic materi-
alistic character. All the characters of Dostoevsky of
that period have a “cellar” in their soul a kind of a
hell, where all the low and mean originates. Readers
have no doubts that Dostoevsky himself had a “cel-
lar”. He was interested in the mechanism of how it
works, how destructive criminal motives are being
born there. He said: “Experience yourself”. And he
found a perfect way out being both a literature ge-
nie and fearing of his personal “cellar” he started to
create his own doubles and gave them surnames and
placed into the novels. He undertook them through
different crimes and then he punished them accord-
ing to the law of Bible. There are some basic features

M. A. Bulavina. Some Aspects of Religious In-
fluence onto Criminality by the example of Russian
Empire in XVIII century
The XVIII century in Russia is characterized as a
period of state church monism in criminal politics of
Russia. Along with new territories Russia got held of
a large number of subjects confessing Orthodoxy. In
XVIII it was necessary to develop the idea of tolera-
tion, free thought, conscience and human rights. Re-
ligious influence onto criminality has its positive and
negative traits. On the one side, religion prevents be-
lievers from crime committing; on the other side, it
is the cause for interconfessional crimes. The more
they believe, the stronger the confrontation would
be. Preach is the most powerful way to start a con-
flict, thus it is an instrument for crime committing. It
is as well an instrument for crime prevention within
religious groups. A conflict between religious and le-
gal imperatives can arouse if religious doctrine op-
poses law ideology, or if it denies law system, or
if religion as institution opposes state, or if religious
aims of a group don’t coincide with these of the state,
if the religiousness takes the forms opposing lawful-
ness.

In the article the phenomenon of corruption is re-
garded from different points of view. Corruption as
a social phenomenon shows in power destruction,
when state (municipal) employees or other officials,
empowered to held any public managerial functions,
use their official position for individual or group pur-
pose or for enrichment. /n economical sense corrup-
tion represents a cryptic illegal form of social unap-
proved exchange and distributive relations. In so-
cial law sense corruption can be regarded in nation-
al scale as a generator of dysfunctions in the system
of macro social managerial institutions, leading to
imbalance of interests in the field of social relations.
Corruption as a social phenomenon from the point of
view of criminology can be divided into two contex-
tual forms — corruptiogenetics and corruptness. From
the point of view of law politics corruption can be re-
garded as a main way of criminalization of political
power, its transformation from an institute, express-
ing national interests, into apologist and a veiled de-
fender of a group interest. A system of measures of
social and special criminological prevention is sug-
gested.

L. N. Klukovskaya. The Notion of Anticorruption
Politics and Methodological Approaches

to its Studies

A doctrine of legal anticorruption politics based
on criminology is presented in the article. The au-
thor denotes, that anticorruption politics is a system-
atical, preventive in its aims and means, ideological-
ly and scientifically valid activity of state institutions
of all branches of power and all levels, of social insti-
tutions, aiming consistent social and legal control of
public spheres of social life in order to minimize cor-
ruption. It is one of the ways of criminological pol-
itics in criminality prevention. It tries to define the
aims of anticorruption politics as a system, that is: 1)
existence of environment (political legal institutions
of Russian political and legislative systems; legal
norms of different fields; people activity providing
anticorruption politics development and realization;
political and legal culture of state employees, popu-
lation, mass media; 2) relative isolation of environ-

Criminal Delinquen-
cy Motivation and Some Questions of Criminologi-
cal Types of Personality of Internal Affairs Officers

Selective research of criminal cases material

showed that among the officers convicted for crime
committing only 12% thought over the character and
detail of the crime beforehand. More than 70% com-
mitted crime unthinkingly, on the spot, on the im-
pulse. Malfeasances were committed in working
hours in 78% of cases. The criminals-officers can
be divided into following types: first category are
the criminal of a force type (constant need in risk-
ing, connected with danger, emotionally stimulating
situations, unpredictable conflicts; a crime for them
is a result of criminogenic interaction of personal-
ity and situation). The second category are the cor-
ruptioned, characterized by arrogance and self-suffi-
ciency, inconstancy in actions, high level of caution,
irritability. They are divided into three subtypes: 1)
holding permanent corruption relations; 2) holding
selective corruption relations; 3) the corrupted, hold-
ing private corruption relations with private enter-
prises. The third category showing their profession-
alism and make a successful career can be called “ca-
reerists”. They can be characterized by individuality,
high level of enterprise and initiative, stable system
of views. Committing crime, the representatives of
this group are motivated by the desire to show their
“superiority over the others”. The officers commit-
ted general crimes are divided into the forcible and
the mercenary.

There some disadvantages of informational sys-
tems: they are disconnected; they are created with-
out any concept; the technical base is not sufficient.
But the rational informational supply of criminal pol-
itics is one of the ways to the success. It includes the
data, showing criminological, criminal law, manage-
rial and regional situations. It allows to make a fore-
casting evaluation of the perspective according to the
field of interests of the official power. There are two
types of evaluation: 1) criminological, showing both
separate fields of criminality and criminality in gen-
eral within some limited area in some definite peri-
od of time in statistics or dynamics; 2) criminal law
situation evaluation, showing the effectiveness of
criminal law influence onto criminality, more effec-
tive methods and ways of counteraction, the mech-
anism of counteraction. criminological information
according to its function can be divided into follow-
ing types: directive, defining and regulating coun-
teractive work of criminal justice organs; analytical,
containing analysis of different aspects of counterac-
tive work of criminal justice organs; calculating and
controlling, characterizing the state of counterac-
tive work of criminal justice organs; methodological,
containing methodical and inquiry data necessary to
organize criminality counteraction in the region.

Violensology is a study about violence, its forms and
types, causes and conditions, prevention and other forms
of influence onto violence as a social legal phenomenon.

U. E. Pudovotchkin. Some Philosophical Ap-
proaches to Extremism Phenomenon Explanation
and the Limits of its Criminological Analysis
The author supposes that criminology can con-
tribute to extremism prevention, it can distinguish be-
tween an extremism as a result of civil (cultural) con-
flict and an extremism as a system of crimes of the
type. It can forecast new socially dangerous and po-
tentially criminal forms of its realization. It can con-
sult in construction of anti-extremism legal norms.
It is possible to make an analysis of judicial practice
of law appliance and the internal affairs organs work
in counteracting extremism, and give recommenda-
tions on providing safety of population and other ob-
jects. It is possible to define the abilities of strategic
searching prevention of extremist criminality.

U. A. Tchernishova. Death Lethal Injection and
a Regular Murder
Nowadays in Russia death lethal injection is not
“a right to die”, but a murder according to the Part 1,
Art.105 of Criminal Code of RF. Deprivation of life
at the instance of a person, suffering physically, not
connected with an illness, leading to death, can not
be regarded as death lethal injection. The author con-
cludes, that the death lethal injection is alike to mur-
der according to some features, including that the ob-
ject of the such is a life of a patient; the objective side
is in action or inactivity; the subject can be represent-
ed by any one aged 14. the subjective side is charac-
terized by the presence of direct intention to life de-
privation of a fatally ill patient.

E. G. Lutsenko. Hypnosis as a Means of Psycho-
logical Compulsion
A hypnotized subject is easy to command to com-
mit a series of difficult, both senseless and well-
planned, criminal actions. and he obeys being un-
der hypnosis. The moment of fulfilling the orders
can be rather distant of that of the hypnosis. The sub-
ject usually remembers nothing; though he fulfils
the order in detail as if being absolutely conscious.
The law doesn’t admit the irresistibility of hypnosis.
thus there is no sufficient criminological evaluation
of the fact, that hypnosis can fully block up a free
will of a person. In specialized literature a question
of criminal consequences of hypnosis is given a spe-
cial place, first of all, the compulsion to sexual inter-
course with hypnotist.

S. U. Dikaev. Imprisonment Crisis According to

the Problems of Social Adaptation of the Convicts
Social justice can be regarded as such if the pun-
ishment considered to be just, first, by the victim and
the guilty himself and by the judge.

educate the convict to be “foolishness”. If the main
means of it — the labour — doesn’t work, it is useless
to speak about re-education in general. Thus, the aim
of re-education of the convict is to deceive the civ-
il. The fact that the level of criminality increases ev-
ery year is a convincing argument proving inabili-
ty of general prevention. Systematic method would
show the confrontation of two systems — criminali-
ty and law enforcement. This fact leads to the con-
clusion that both these phenomena would always ex-
ist conditioning each other. Law enforcement system
is not able to destroy criminality itself. though, the
conclusion has been made according to the practical
data that in prison the level of violence is rather high
and it is dangerous in its character. Only one type
of penalty — death penalty — can guarantee absolute
achievement of the aim, but in Russia it is forbidden.
Crisis in criminal penalty is understood as a inabili-
ty of a criminal penalty institution to solve juridical
task and to achieve the aim. It is suggested to enlarge
and regulate in details the reconciliation institute that
will lead to prison violence decrease and to decrease
in number of people in need of social rehabilitation.

O. V. Levashova. Criminal Executive Character-
istics of the Pardoned and the Amnestied

Criminal executive characteristics make it possi-
ble to evaluate if the aims are achieved and if there
is the possibility of amnesty and pardon acts appli-
ance. the main reason for pardon and amnesty pro-
hibition is severe violation of rules of imprisonment
(Part 1, Art. 116 CC RF). The main character of the
latest acts of pardon and amnesty is a large variety
of the convicts. As a rule, women, juveniles, handi-
capped and the old are usually amnestied. But there
are some exclusions.

E. A. Neustroyev. Why Women are Involved into
lllegal Drugs Trade and How to Counteract It? (The
Results of a Criminological Research)

The women questioned use drugs, are involved
into illegal drugs trade and committed drugs crimes.
One third (32%) of the female convicts was sen-
tenced for illegal drugs trade; 51% involved into buy-
ing drugs and 49% - in selling drugs. 31% presented
themselves as enterprise workers, 23% - as sale as-
sistants. 46% involved into illegal drugs trade are un-
married. 73% of those have no family. The largest
part of the questioned are aged 26-39 (47%). 58%
claimed, that when they felt addiction to drugs they
wanted to get cure, but 38,5 didn’t feel like that. 52%
claimed that it is easy to get cured of drug addition
with the help of God; 48% of those denied that. 73%
claimed that law enforcement organs are not able to
counteract to women involvement into illegal drugs

D. P. Dovgyi. Criminological Characteristics of
Theft of Objects of Especial Value
Studies of criminal cases Art. 164 CC RF show
that they are mostly committed by theft (80%); bur-
glary (11%); robbery (5%) and swindle (4%). Object
possessing especial value are usually stolen from pri-
vate house and grounds and apartments (45%); ex-
hibition halls or museums (25%); Orthodox cathe-
drals (15%). They mostly are icons and religious
items (61%), pictures (10%), exhibits (9%), awards
or medals (7%), books or other forms of print-
ing (3%), different forms of collections (3%), jew-
els (1%). The most criminogenic regions are Mos-
cow, Saint-Petersburg, Moscow Region, and the cit-
ies of “the Golden Ring” which share 80% of the
crimes committed. The characteristic feature of the
Golden Ring are the crimes committed by the mi-
grants (94%). These crimes are more often commit-
ted by men (85%) being young and capable of work-
ing (aged 20-36 — 70%), and the underage (15%). In
70% these crimes are committed by a group. They
are usually committed by people with low level of
education (85%), about 30% of the criminals suf-
fered alcohol intoxication; 10% were mentally hand-
icapped and 15% possessed psychopathic personali-
ty features in emotional will sphere: felling of shame
lowering; rudeness; falsity; non —self-criticism; emo-
tional unbalanced state; vanity and obstinacy.

N. V. Saritcheva. Motivation of Crimes, Com-
mitted by Women

36% of women named greed as a motive for
crime (the author pointed out some factors: 55%
of the Russian have an income per one member of
the family that is lower the cost of living, 14% have
the income 3 times lower the cost of living. Women

Thus, very often mercenaries form the motive of a
crime for women having partial family and being the
only working person in a family. Every second wom-
an said that she was motivated by her husband’s or
lover’s behavior. 8% claimed jealousy to be the mo-
tive. 6% wanted to dominate over other people; 5%
pointed out the desire to hurt the victim, it is usual-
ly accompanied by violence, humiliation and sadism.
21% aid they were motivated by the necessity to de-
fend themselves or their relatives or to prevent vio-
lence. 24% of women questioned couldn’t think of
a motive at all. 50% of women committed a crime
suffered alcohol intoxication. “re-orientation” of the
motives was called the main measure of counterac-
tion.

V. V. Veligorodski, S. P. Efimitchev. On the Per-
sonality of a Suspected in Crime Committing
and His Rights
A suspect as a personality represents much inter-
est because of specific features of issue and mecha-
nisms of crime committing. On that stage, a crimi-
nal analyzes what has happened, the consequences,
he starts to foil the trails. The first place within his
rights is taken by his right to know in committing of
what crime he is suspected. He has right not only to
give evidence and explanations, but to refuse it as
well. Evidence is regarded as information of some
facts, and explanations are regarded as conclusions
and considerations on some facts and criminal pro-
cedure. He has right to complain of the actions and
decision of the judge, prosecutor, investigator; to de-
fend by any other way or means, allowed by CPC RF.
He has right to see his lawyer privately and in confi-
dence first before the first interrogation. In 2001 the
number of those arrested in comparison with the pre-
vious lowered in 14%; in 2002 — in 41%; in 2003 — in
17,4%; and in 2004 — in 6,4%. In 2006 the number of
the arrested is presumably the same or little higher. It
can be explained, on the one side, by the liberaliza-
tion of legislation, and on the other side, by the neg-
ative tendencies in lowering effectiveness of internal
affairs officers work.

37). We cannot agree with the necessity of sending
down of those severely violating college rules and
possessing no desire to study. The thesis fulfills all
the requirements of a such, and the author deserves
the title of a Doctor of Law.

Federation, more than 147 criminal cases on murder
and deliberate heavy damnification to human health
were studied. the author analyzed 53 materials of Su-
preme Court on necessary defense, questionnaires of
1540 civils, 1360 convicts, 1250 internal affairs of-
ficers. All these data can testify the authenticity and
reliability of the information given and the conclu-
sions made. Notifications: in the first chapter the au-
thor breaks the limits created by the title, he analyses
criminogenic situation in Russia in general, but not
only criminality concerned with human health dam-
nification and human safety violation (p. 33-34). The
classification of the three main types of civil self-
protection was not presented: they are necessary de-
fence, absolute necessity and detention of a criminal.
Structural and contextual features of the subjective
side are not presented. Damnification of any kind to a
assailant is absolutely legal and is called “unlimited”,
and that term is considered to be inappropriate (p.
189-190). Thus, the research held by V.V. Merkuriev
contains creative solution to the criminological prob-
lem and creative elements and ideas, that are consid-
ered to be useful for criminological science in gen-
eral. The author should be given a title of a Doctor
of Law, specializing in 12.00.08 — Criminal Law and
Criminology; Criminal Executive Law.

The thesis that Part 2, Art. 88 CC RF doesn’t co-
incide with the principle of fault should be given a
positive evaluation, which was fixed in Art. 5 CC RF
(p.65). The author supposes to enlarge the amount
of fees, that also should be appraised. The fee can
be prescribed to underage convict, because the pres-
ent amount of 1000 rubles (according to Part 2, Art.
88 CC RF) seems to be definitely minimized. The
author is absolutely right in his supposition to de-
grade the age of criminal responsibility to 13 years
for heavy violent crime connected with health and
life encroachment. Changes brought into Art. 14 CC
RF by Federal Law December, 8, 2003 Ne 162 — FL
made absurd some regulations on criminal responsi-
bility and penalty of the juvenile. Part 6, Art. 88 CC
RF could be regarded only as the extremes in the idea
to humanize the jurisdiction. This is the way (liber-
ation of the punishment) the legislator discredited
the idea of criminal punishment and stimulates juve-
nile delinquency (p. 190). The specific feature of the
work analyzed is its idealistic character. The author
proposes to maximize the effectiveness of juvenile
criminality counteraction by means of a new penalty
introduction — domestic surveillance, that means that
an underage couldn’t appear in public without par-
ents or any adults instead, except of school or hos-
pital or work place (p. 13). The author’s conclusion
about the necessity to accept circumstances not no-
ticed in Art. 61 CC RF seems to be idealistic as well
as necessity to motivate them not only according to
the case data, but also according to morality norms
and expediency (p. 137). It is doubtful whether intro-
duction of such form of juvenile penalty as “Shock
imprisonment” is effective. In the variant of Art. 60
CEC RF “Order and Conditions of Penalty Execution
of Shock Imprisonment” it is expedient to talk not
about good behavior as a main condition of getting
